UNPAID BALANCES
Login to Classe365 to ensure all balances have been paid prior fo the first class. Any student with a balance will not be allowed
to dance or participate until the balance has been paid. A $25 late fee may be added to late payments.

WITHDRAWAL AND REFUND POLICY

If a student wishes to withdraw from the Academy, the Academy Office must receive, in writing, a notification that the student is
withdrawing. The parent or guardian will be responsible for all tuition payments due up until the point the Academy receives
written notification of the withdrawal. Should a student withdraw in the beginning or middle of a session which has been paid,
the remaining fuition will be forfeited to Houston Ballet Academy and cannot be fransferred. The Academy is not liable or
obligated in any way to process any refunds or issue any tuition credits. If a student's tuition is not paid in full by May 15, the
student will not be allowed to attend class.

CLASS UNIFORMS

9 Female students must have their hair pulled back away from the face and secured neatly in a classical bun. Female
students with short hair must wear a headband and secure the hair at the back. For students with textured hair that is
in braids or twists, please secure hair back without loose ends and off the nape of the neck.

9 Leg warmers and ballet skirts are not allowed in classes.

9 Male students must have a clean-cut, traditional haircut, and no facial hair. Ponytails, barrettes, and shaved heads are
unacceptable.

9 Students may not wear jewelry, other than pierced ear studs, in class or rehearsal.

9 Students should not bring valuable jewelry to the Academy. The Academy is not responsible for any lost or stolen
items.

9 Students may not wear rubber pants, leg warmers, or sweatpants in class.

9 Students should not wear dance clothes as street wear outside Houston Ballet.

9 Students should not apply lotion in the studios or apply lotion to the skin on days where they will be doing floor work.

Lotion and oils can create slick spots on the studio floor.

All female students have the option to wear pink or skin tone-inclusive tights, ballet shoes, and pointe shoes. For pink tights and
ballet shoes, please see brand, style, and color requirements below.
