Class Uniform Etiquette

- Wear a cover-up to and from class. Class uniform should not be worn as street wear.

- Do not wear jewelry in class or rehearsal. Only pierced ear studs are permitted in class.

- Do not apply lotion to the skin on dance days. Lotion and oils can create slick spots on the dance
floor.

Elementary Ballet Students:

Bring a notebook and pencil to each class!
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Class Etiquette

1. Bring energy, enthusiasm, and eagerness to learn in classes.

2. Students should arrive on time.

o Injuries can be caused by insufficient warm-up, and interruptions are distracting to the other
students in class. If a student is more than 10 minutes late, the teacher must give permission for
the student to participate in class.

Students may bring water in a resealable plastic or metal bottle.

Students should refrain from distracting others during class.

Students should arrive wearing a cover-up over their class uniform, including proper hair.

Parents/Guardians are permitted to wait in the lobby area during their student’s class.
